The Strategic Planning Committee has 

been focused on ñGoing Greenò.  We feel 

this is the first step we should take in   

planning for the future of BWMA.   

 

We are planning to have an audit done on our current 

lighting costs for lamps, exit signs, ballasts, etc.  Recent 

advancements in lighting technology have made the cost 

reduction opportunity achievable. By retrofitting older 

lighting with energy efficient lighting, substantial savings 

can be realized. Although energy efficient products may 

be more expensive initially, the cost of electricity is in-

creasing and money will be saved in the long run due to 

reduced electrical consumption and the longer life of the 

newer components.

Hurricane Season ðNow is the

The storms of 2004/2005 helped us all to recognize 

the potential hazards that may affect us, our homes 

and the community during and after a hurricane.  

High winds left Boca West residents without power 

for up to 10 days after ñWilmaò.  During that time 

FPL worked diligently to restore power, but the    

potential for a power outage of that magnitude is all 

too real.  Be sure to PLAN AHEAD.  Pick up a      

hurricane planning guide, available in Publix, Home   

Depot, Walgreens, etc.  Start collecting supplies 

now.  Have an evacuation plan and tell your family 

and  friends, and also BW Security.  Check your         

insurance policies and important papers, and place 

them along with your valuables in a safe and water-

proof place.  Know where your shut-off valves are 

for water, gas and electricity.  If you have storm 

shutters/panels, close them when the National 

Weather Service issues a hurricane warning.  Take 

in patio furniture, barbeque grills/propane tanks and 

all loose objects (including  construction materials).  

Learn how to open your garage door when power to 

your home fails.  If you have a pool, lower the water 

level by 6ò and add chlorine.
